   Today, Ukraine’s energy engineers are repairing torn transmission lines, rebuilding power plants, and
attempting to fix damaged transformers. In many cases, these repairs need to be conducted from scratch.
   Power companies are appealing to EU countries to donate old equipment from decommissioned stations or share
spare stocks ahead of the coming winter season. However, without adequate air defenses, any energy infrastructure
repaired now may be destroyed by Russian attacks before winter arrives.

      Voting 5-4, the conservative Supreme Court Justices prevailed, again, in interfering
with protecting people from industry-generated environmental harm. The Court put on
hold an EPA rule intended to restrict smokestack emissions from power plants and other
industrial sources that burden downwind areas with smog-
causing pollution.

   Three energy-producing states — Ohio, Indiana and West Virginia — have
challenged the air pollution rule, along with the steel industry and other groups, calling
it costly and ineffective.

   These and eleven other states have separately challenged the EPA's authority to
protect downwind states from ground-level ozone, or smog, coal-fired power plants and other industrial sites.

   The conservative justices on the Supreme Court have also overturned its 40-year-old Chevron decision,
which has been the basis for upholding a wide range of regulations on public health, workplace safety and consumer
protections.
   Forty years ago, the Supreme Court ruled 6-0, with three justices recused, that judges should play a limited,
deferential role when evaluating the actions of an agency. “Judges are not experts in the field and are not part of either
political branch of government,” Justice John Paul Stevens wrote in 1984.
   Justice Elena Kagan, for the liberal minority, in a statement she read in the court said that getting  rid of the precedent
“gives courts control over matters they know nothing about.” AP
 
   The frequency at which extreme fires occur around the world has more than doubled during the past two
decades, according to an analysis of satellite data.

   Over $1 trillion is expected to be invested in LNG infrastructure globally. While the expansion offers short-term
energy solutions, it raises significant concerns over long-term environmental impacts and the down-throttling of the
transition to renewable energy.

   Elected officials in states baking under sweltering temperatures – including Florida, Texas and Louisiana –
prioritize their donors from planet-warming industries instead of protecting their constituents, advocates say.

U.S. sales of electricity to commercial customers in 2023 totaling 14 billion kilowatt-hours (BkWh), or 1%, more than in
2019.
 
   Use of the coal fleet in PJM, the country’s largest wholesale electricity market, has fallen over the last decade,
driven largely by higher relative fuel costs. Much of the competitive pressure has come from the significant build-out of
efficient natural gas combined-cycle plants, the capacity of which has doubled in PJM since 2013.
 
   At the end of 2023, electricity utilities in the United States reported operating 575 batteries with a collective

capacity of 15,814 megawatts (MW). The U.S. battery capacity
is expected to more than triple by the end of 2028.
Electricity utilities increasingly report using batteries to move
electricity from periods of low prices to periods of high prices, a
strategy known as arbitrage, according to recently published EIA
information.
   Utilities also use batteries to improve grid reliability combined
with ancillary services that support the transmission of electricity,
such as battery frequency regulation, load support and voltage

support.

    
From Lazard June 2024 LCOE+ Report :
   Levelized Cost of Energy (“LCOE”) held relatively stable year-over-year. While the high-end (i.e., more
expensive) LCOE declined for certain renewable energy technologies,   on the low-end they rose, for the first time ever.
 
   Low-end Levelized Cost of Storage (“LCOS”) declined over the past year driven, in part, by a noticeable decline
in cell prices.
  On the high end, the lower cell cost was offset by was due to high market demand, skilled labor availability and cost,
as well as significant increases in wholesale pricing for lithium carbonate and lithium hydroxide observed from 2022 to
2023.
 
  Observable declines in the results of our Levelized Cost of Hydrogen (LCOH) analysis indicate that the
hydrogen electrolyzer industry is continuing to mature and will likely scale over time.

   After a prolonged period of low inflation across most of the world, inflation ramped up in 2021 and 2022 due
primarily to a surge in oil and gas prices. The International Monetary Fund recently released a staff paper with empirical
results showing that contrary to some hypotheses, reducing the share of fossil fuels and increasing renewables in a
country’s energy mix would not mitigate inflationary pressures
   The paper focuses on how renewable energy affects the sensitivity of inflation to changes in fossil fuel prices; the
authors find no evidence that increased renewable energy adoption reduces the impact of fossil fuel price changes on
energy inflation rates.

   The 2022 Inflation Reduction Act is a vehicle to invest at least $370 billion in tax incentives for companies
that build wind turbines, solar cells, transformers and batteries used in electric vehicles. It also provides tax credits to
people who install solar panels or buy electric induction stoves, heat pumps and electric cars.
   Last month, Mr. Trump (who called climate change a “hoax”) told a crowd in Wisconsin that he would “terminate”
what he referred to as “all new spending grants and giveaways under the Joe Biden mammoth socialist bills like the so-
called Inflation Reduction Act.”
   More than a dozen economists, energy experts and business leaders said weakening or repealing the Inflation

   Floating photovoltaics (FPV) is an emergent solar technology that can be
placed on and integrated with existing hydroelectric facilities. Researchers from

Politecnico Di Milano, Milan, Italy, studied the application of floating photovoltaics (FVP) in conjunction with hydro-
dominated energy development in Africa. Their findings were recently published in Nature Energy.
   The researchers’ estimates suggest that, if FPV were to cover 30% of the world’s reservoir surfaces, these systems
would generate more than one-third of the current global electricity production.
   Similarly, a modest 5% coverage could suffice in delivering the solar power
necessary to decarbonize the grids of numerous countries in South America
and Africa by 2050. The deployment of FPV systems on hydropower reservoirs
offers the advantage of cost savings, facilitated by utilizing the grid connections
of hydroelectric facilities and regularizing the total power output through
coordinated operation of dispatchable hydropower
   The study also specifically suggests in one of the focus regions, in the
Zambezi Watercourse (ZW) in the South African Power Pool, that installing FPV on water reservoirs, would lead to
more efficient uses of capital as \ fewer hydroelectric dams would be needed to meet the growing electric demand.
   The authors acknowledge that multiple obstacles stand in the way of FPV development, including legal, security,
maintenance, power transmission, societal, environmental as well as recreational uses. Nature Energy == The Cool
