   More than 2 million oil and gas wells sit unplugged across the U.S. Many leak
contaminants. Thousands were left as orphans, meaning companies walked away,
leaving taxpayers or other drillers on the hook for cleanup.
This is the  outline of the  way for companies to wash their hands of any damage
resulting from the damage caused by oil extraction:

At the launch of the oil extraction business, begin by collecting subsidies, tax
breaks, and other government incentives to ensure the profitability of the
enterprise.
Start pumping and profiting.
Create layers of shell companies that will provide a firewall between the enterprise
assets and liability (including cleanup).
As oil and gas production slows, sell wells to scavenger companies that are
satisfied with lower operating margins.
Repeat the preceding step, to companies down their viability cascade.
Idle the wells and walk away --  unconcerned about plugging the wells or cleanup.
Extract the remaining profits before the regulators get into the act.
Distract and delay regulators by presenting harebrained concepts for the wells’ use
(e.g., bitcoin mining, CO2 sequestering).
When regulators finally act, they declare bankruptcy. (Over 250 oil and gas
operators in the U.S. filed for bankruptcy protection between 2015 and 2021,)

Green Hydrogen
    Last fall  BMW and Toyota joined forces to develop hydrogen fuel cell
technologies, with BMW aiming to launch its H2-powered vehicles in 2028 to

an electrochemical reaction generating a current
that charges the battery and powers an electric
motor. It still has exhaust, but the only waste
product produced from the reaction is pure H2O.

   Negatively charged ion (anion) exchange
membrane (AEM) water electrolyzers, in use
currently, rely on scarce and expensive platinum
group metals (PGMs). Specifically, these metals

are used as catalysts at the cathode, where hydrogen is generated.
   In a step closer to large-scale green H2 production, a new efficient and stable catalyst

was created by researchers at the European ANEMEL project. It uses elements of
molybdenum (MO) and nickel (NI) which are both abundant and less expensive.

The developing techniques include horizontal drilling and hydraulic fracturing
honed through oil and gas developments.
With the advancements of technology,
geothermal could by 2050 meet up to 15% of
global electricity demand, up from 1% today.

Plants operating on
geothermal can operate at full capacity and
flexibly all year long. 
On average, global geothermal capacity had a utilization rate over 75% in 2023,
compared with less than 30% for wind power and less than 15% for solar PV.I

Geothermal can be a source of low- and medium-temperature heat for buildings
and industrial applications.
Cost-competitive geothermal would provide dispatchable low emissions electricity.

  Nuclear Fusion

    So far, despite billions of dollars and decades of
effort, only the U.S.-based National Ignition Facility
(NIF), has achieved breakeven nuclear fusion. Other
government-funded efforts have focused on doughnut-
shaped devices called tokamaks.  ITER, a giant tokamak
under construction in France that won’t start operation
until next decade, is poised to become the standard
bearer for that approach.

   The Fusion Industry Association reported having 45 members in 2024, which had
collectively raised more than $7 billion in funding.
