There are

only 3 commercial SMRs operating, 2 in China and 1 in Russia.

Authority have received approvals to lay  groundwork.

   Trump administration wants to quadruple nuclear energy capacity from 100 GW to 400 GW by

2050. To get there, it has called for accelerating the licensing process for new reactors and speeding

up regulatory reviews. In fact, it is going as far as to reportedly pressure the independent Nuclear

Regulatory Commission to “rubber stamp” new reactor designs. (Canary Media==The Bulletin)

 

   High costs and lack of commercial economic viability have been persistent obstacles to

nuclear infrastructure development. In May, Trump signed four executive orders that represent the

most explicit government commitment to nuclear power for artificial intelligence yet.

    For every 1o Celsius (1.8oF) increase in temperature, the air can carry about 7% more moisture—a

relationship known as the Clausius-Clapeyron equation. Since the 1800s, the global atmosphere has

warmed by an average of 1.2oC (2oF), according to a May report by the National Oceanic and

Atmospheric Administration.  Authoritative reports also state,

 2024 was the warmest year on land and sea since record-keeping began in 1850, and the 10

warmest years in the 175-year record have all occurred during the past decade.

Total rainfall in the U.S. and across the globe is not increasing, but the frequency of intense

precipitation is on the rise,

Total precipitation on the heaviest 1% of days has increased by 60% since the 1950s over the

northeastern U.S., and by 21% over the region including Texas, Oklahoma and Kansas.

man-made climate change has likely amplified the intensity of torrential downpours in North

America, Europe and Asia between 1950 and 2018, and that “heavy precipitation will generally

become more frequent and more intense with additional global warming.”  (Wall Street Journal)

      It can be challenging to connect climate change to people’s everyday lives. But there’s

nothing abstract about heat waves and vanishing beaches.

   “Climate change is changing Europe into a summer paradise lost,” The New York Times reported in

a grim dispatch from Barcelona. “Across Spain, Italy, Greece, France and beyond, sand-devouring

storms, rising seas, asphyxiating temperatures, deadly floods and horrific wildfires have year after

year turned some of the continent’s most desired getaways into miserable locales to get away from.”

   Ruined vacations are among the least of the problems caused by climate change; officials in Spain

estimate that heatwaves have caused 1,180 deaths over the last two months. But given the

prevalence of climate denialism in the United States, and the challenge for activists, scientists, and

policymakers of connecting global warming’s impact on people’s everyday lives, the damage that it’s

wreaking on our treasured—and stingily provided—vacation time could be a decisive factor in

swinging public opinion toward urgent action. (New Republic)
