   The Trump administration is stepping up its efforts to crack down on states’ climate change

policies, asking the public to submit examples of laws with what they would claim to be “significant

adverse effects” on the economy. So far, E&E News reported Thursday, 251 respondents have given

the Justice Department potential targets, including bans on fossil fuel appliances in new buildings and

policies to bar the use of so-called forever chemicals. (The long damage and associated  economic

cost that the Trump administration is inflicting on the country

and the world by its regressive environmental and energy  is of

no concern to this destruction crew.) (Heatmap AM)

 

   The Environmental Protection Agency (EPA) is

proposing to axe requirements under a 2009 rule that

forced major emitters to report their greenhouse gas

emissions.  About 8,200 facilities from a wide variety of

industries typically submit information under the rule. With the proposed action, the Trump

administration would keep the government and public in the dark about the companies’ contribution to

climate change. (Hill)

 

   A July 2024 report found that the U.S. had at that point been on track to cut emissions 38-

56% by 2035.

   Trump has been derailing U.S. efforts to cut planet-warming emissions since he moved back into the

White House.  And the results of his onslaught are coming in.

    According to new estimates, the U.S. is currently on track to reduce greenhouse gas emissions just

26-35% below 2005 levels over the next decade.

   The new findings illustrate how swiftly Trump and the GOP have undone the hard-fought energy-

   The Union of Concerned Scientists (UCS) submitted a letter signed by over 1,000 scientists and

experts, objecting to the U.S. Environmental Protection Agency’s (EPA) proposal to rescind the 2009

Endangerment Finding.

   “As climate scientists, public health experts, and economists, we can attest to the indisputable

scientific evidence of human-caused climate change, its harmful impacts on people's health and well-

being, and the devastating costs it is imposing on communities across the nation and around the

world,” states the letter. “

   The letter also rebukes a sham report commissioned by U.S. Department of Energy Secretary Chris

Wright and drafted in secret by five known climate contrarians that is being used as a basis for this

attempt to overturn the Endangerment Finding.(USC1==USC2==Heatmap AM)

 

   Speaking at The New York Times’s Climate Forward journalism event, Energy Secretary Wright

said that supporters of the landmark Paris Climate Agreement, under which almost all nations have

agreed to combat climate change, have “become a club of people that have lost sight of the interests

of their own people ” and countries should follow the U.S and withdraw from the pact and join the four-

non-member club comprised of Iran, Libya and Yemen and now, the U.S.

   As he spoke, about nine blocks east, across Midtown Manhattan, world leaders from China and

more than 100 other countries pledged to strengthen their commitments to slow global warming. (New

York Times)

 

   There are few issues on which the United States is more diplomatically isolated from the rest

of the world than climate change. Trump’s hostility to renewable energy, which he clearly broadcast

in his speech at the U.N. General Assembly, is at odds with the

rapid construction of wind farms, solar arrays and other

renewable energy sources in a range of countries. The

construction boom includes even oil-producing giants like Saudi

Arabia, which is adding solar capacity at a rapid clip.

“We are the dawn of a new energy era,” said U.N. Secretary

General Antonio Guterres as he opened the summit on

Wednesday.

   At the heart of the U.S. position is the Trump administration’s

fundamental assertion — widely dismissed by economists,

researchers, and the political leadership of other nations — that the transition to renewable energy is a

path to economic ruin. (New York Times)

 

   As a warming planet delivers more wildfires, hurricanes and other threats, America’s home

insurance market has become the place

where climate shocks collide with everyday

life.

   Without insurance, one cannot get a

mortgage; without a mortgage, most Americans

cannot buy a home. Communities that are

deemed too dangerous to insure face the risk of

falling property values, which means less tax

revenue for municipal facilities and services.

The analysis also concluded that ICAO policies to tackle the climate crisis were weak and reflected

the self-interest of powerful members of the aviation industry, such as the International Air Transport

Association (IATA), which represents 350 airlines. Flying causes more climate-heating pollution than

any other form of transport per mile and is dominated by rich passengers, with 1% of the world’s

population responsible for 50% of aviation emissions.

  Renewable energy and dispatchable storage are the only options

for adding significant amounts of new generation capacity to the

U.S. grid for at least the next five years. Adding power from gas-fired

plants through 2030 is severely limited by turbine manufacturing

constraints, and the administration's efforts to keep aging and unreliable coal plants open will cost

consumers dearly.

   The Trump administration’s energy dominance agenda will fail, done in by collapsing investor

confidence, unless the White House stops issuing stop-work orders for offshore wind. Undercutting

these projects, each of which has billions of private investment dollars committed to it, is sending

shock waves through all energy project financing, not just the wind industry.

  In multiple states, virtual power plants have helped the grid deal with spikes in demand.

   In Illinois, a bill introduced in the state legislature would create a basic virtual power plant (VPP)

program while mandating that the state’s two largest utilities propose their own VPP programs by

2027. Under the bill, customers would be offered a rebate toward the purchase of batteries if they

agree to have the batteries tapped for several hours a day during the summer months.

In the first half of 2025, it was

27% higher than in H1 2024 – enough, alongside other trends, to cut fossil fuel generation by 2%

compared with H1 2024. In the 12 months to June 2025, wind and solar (2,073 TWh) generated more

electricity than all other clean sources (nuclear, hydro and bioenergy) combined (1,936 TWh). Just

four years ago, wind and solar generated half as much electricity as other clean sources combined.

      Agrivoltaics includes growing crops like blueberries, tomatoes,

or peppers in the shade of solar panels and letting cows or sheep graze

around the arrays. And probably most importantly, land is not being taken

out of agricultural production in favor of clean energy.

   Sprawling fields of corn and soybeans don’t coexist well with solar panels, but sheep do, making

grazing a promising type of agrivoltaics.

   In a typical solar grazing arrangement, solar developers pay sheep farmers (called grazers) to bring

the animals to sites hosting large arrays — often farms — where they munch away on the vegetation.

Meanwhile, the landowner benefits from lease payments. Grazing is a lower-emissions alternative to

mechanical mowing, and sheep can reach corners that mowers can’t. (Canary Media)

 

   California’s first solar-covered canal in the Turlock Irrigation District is now fully online. The

state-funded $20 million, 1.6-megawatt project was fully completed in August. Solar panels have been

placed over the crop irrigation canal.

The Defense, Commerce, Energy, and  Health and Human Services, and

Transportation departments and the Environmental Protection Agency “… are all working together on

this issue.”

Trump has disparaged wind power ever since he failed 14 years ago to stop an offshore wind

farm visible from one of his golf courses in Scotland.

Texas Public Policy Foundation, a conservative advocacy group with ties to the oil and gas

industry, in August petitioned the administration to rescind Vineyard Wind’s construction and

operation plan.

DHHS Department Secretary Kennedy’s dislike for offshore wind power dates to his crusade

against Cape Wind, a proposed 130-turbine project off Cape Cod in the first two decades of the

20th century.

Sec. of the Interior Burgum warned, without supporting data,  that drones could attack the

   Projects threatened by the Trump administration included Revolution Wind, SouthCoast Wind, New

England Wind, Vineyard Wind, Sunrise Wind, Coastal Virginia Offshore Wind, and Maryland Offshore

Wind off the waters in the northeast USA. (New York Times)

 

      Nine wind projects in the waters off the North-East U.S. were set to deliver around 12.5GW of

energy capacity, enough to provide power to almost 5m households. More than 9,000 direct and

indirect jobs flowing from the projects are also at risk should they be halted, according to an analysis.

   The Trump administration asked a federal judge to cancel the 2024 approval of a wind farm

off the coast of Maryland, claiming that the Biden administration had underestimated threats it would

cause to search and rescue operations and commercial fisheries, according to court documents.

Maryland Offshore Wind Project. The facility was expected to generate enough electricity to power

key strategies for heat-pump deployment. Under the plan, by 

2030, heat pumps will provide 65% of the sales of residential

heating, air conditioning, and water heating equipment.

is useful in today’s higher compression, more efficient engines.

   However, the use of ethanol can be problematic. Ethanol is corrosive to rubber and certain metals

and can damage the fuel lines of boats, lawnmowers, and other small engine equipment. Ethanol also

attracts and bonds with water from the air, and that water can separate inside a fuel tank, forming a

brown goo that can clog pumps and filters. (Institute for Energy Research)

 

   The carbon intensity of biofuels is much lower than that of gasoline, but they are produced at a

high economic cost. What’s more, the biofuels generate major impacts in other environmental

categories compared to petroleum fuels, particularly in water use, land use, and synthetic nitrogen

fertilizer usage. (Colorado State University)

 

   The Problem with Ethanol

Land use conversion – grassland to cropland

GHG emissions - applying more fertilizers, diminishing

crop diversity, and expanding cropland, all of which can

create higher emissions.

Efficiency - it takes a lot of land to produce a small

amount of ethanol.

Pollution - the chemical fertilizers used on corn carry their own problems.

Ethics - in 2000, ethanol represented 6 percent of corn production. In 2023, it represented about

38 percent. This is an astonishing amount of crop production diverted away from food for animal

or human consumption.

    Even experts disagree about whether we should continue pursuing biofuels as we currently do. For

every article you read about the problems with ethanol, you’ll find another that sings its praises. As

with most things, the truth is somewhere in between. (EcoEnclose)
